As Americans, we’re lucky to 
have fewer naming laws than most 
countries. Thanks to the free speech 
clause of the First Amendment, we 
don’t have to flip through a name 
book set by the government to 
find the appropriate names for our 
children or pay fees to introduce 
new names to the book that will 
most likely be rejected. However, 
there are a few restrictions that we 
have to deal with if we want to go 
out of the ball park and name kids 
Rollo-Koster and Alma-Knack. 

These restrictions vary by 
state, but most are for the sake of 
practicality. For example, several 
states limit the number of characters 
you may use due to the limitations of 
the software used for official record 
keeping.

Since parents enjoy the 
extraordinary names that go along 
with raising their children, there’s 
no reason people shouldn’t be able 
to name their child Adolf Hitler or 
Benito Mussolini.
