However,
in addition to my love of sports, I played the clarinet in high
school. I was first chair my senior year and was also a member
of the Jadran Tamburitizan group. It’s a group of young people
who play instruments, sing, and perform traditional folk dances
from Croatia, Russia, and other European countries. I was the
only Italian in the group.

The most frightening thing
| that ever happened to me:
| That would have been when
| we found out Paul had to have
open-heart surgery. It all
happened so quickly—I had no
time to think about the severity
of it all. He was having tests
| done and before I knew it, he
was being prepped for surgery.
On the same day, my mother
was in a severe car accident in
Pennsylvania. It was a very
frightening time for me. I thought I could easily lose the two
people I loved the most, but both situations had happy endings.

When I retire I plan to: Continue doing the things I like to
do such as playing golf, working out, and spending time with
Paul traveling to different places to play golf. I would also like
to become involved in Special Olympics, which would allow
me to teach sports again and be active in a group that I support.
