(NSNS) In an effort to fight an organi-
zation they accuse of espousing white su-
premacist beliefs, students at the University
of Minnesota rallied on November 14th to
protest the establishment of a white student
union. -

They rally, organized by students from
the Coalition Against White Supremacy,
protest White Student Union founder Tom
Du . ai-d the ten members of his organiza-
ion.

“* a'm not a white supremacist,” says
David, a senior majoring 1n ancient history.
“Affirmative action and quotas are endan-
genng wne white race.” :

David says it is not a question of one
race being inferior to another, but rather a
difference in values.

“Whites value going to school and get-
ting a Ph.D.,” says David. “Blacks don’t.
They value selling drugs and buying big,
fancy cars.”

University of Minnesota Vice Presi-
dent of Student Affairs Marvalene Hughes
indicates that the White Student Union is
not a sanctioned campus organization since
itsmembers have not signed an equal oppor-
tunity statement required by the university.

“People are making a lot of noise over
something thatdoesnotexist,” says Hughes.

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suites with the average two students per
room.

Mr. Santulli assures that the building
will have full safety systems installed, which
will consist of fire alarms and fire suppres-
sion systems similar to the ones now func-
tioning around campus. The 76,000 sqg. ft.

primarily for freight and handicapped use
only.

The rooms themselves are simple yet
comfortably planned. One room will con-

The September issue of “The Update” pub-
lished the list of search committee members for
the positionof University President. Asafemale
member and graduate of Nova University with
a vested interest in the selection of a new

president, I was disappointed to see only two-"

women on a search committee of fifteen people
-a13% representation. It became obvious to me
that women are not fairly represented on the
search committee or at the higher levels of
management in Nova University. At present,
there is only one female vice president. If female
representation on the search committee is an
indication of the number of female deans or
center directors, I believe Nova University has a
serious problem.

What a sad statement Nova University has
made to astudentbody that is nearly 60% female
(Nova Facts, December 20, 1990). Where are
the administrative role models of leadership for
these students to follow?

The March 11, 1991 issue of “Datascan”
(Volume 1, Number 5), a publication of Nova
University Office of University Research Ser-
vices, was dedicated to women in higher educa-
tion. Today college enrollments show women
outnumbering men and this trend is expected to .

Nova University
Establishes Joint
Master’s Program

Nova University has recently established
the only joint master’s program in accounting
and computer information systems in Florida.
“This new program will give professionals
comprehensive knowledge and skills in both
areas,” said Laurie P. Dringus, Sc.D., Director
of Master’s Programs for the Center for Com-
puter and Information Sciences at Nova.

The program was designed for working
professionals and include courses in advanced
accounting, data communication systems and
networks, systems design process, evaluation of
accounting packages, and taxation of individu-
als, corporations, and partnerships. To obtain a
master of accounting and computer information
systems, students must complete 39 credithours
of study, which usually takes about two years.

“We found that most of the accounting
computer personnel—those who create ac-
counting programs—have little or no account-
ing competence, and almos! all accountants have
no in-depth computer education,” said Edward
Becker, Ph.D., Director of Graduate Account-
ing Programs at Nova’s St hool of Business and
Entrepreneurship. “Most colleges have yet to
recognize the urgent nee! for this type of co-
raining. Business consultants who have ex-
pertise in both accounting 1d computers are in
great demand,” he adds.

Harvard Anti-Sexist Men are involved in
speak-outs at high schools and colleges, have
picketed outside Andrew Dice Clay and Sam
Kinnison concerts because of the comedians’
sexist jokes, and have handed out leaflets at
sporting events to educate men they feel would
otherwise be unable to reach.

The group is also planning to commemo-
rate the December 6th Montreal Massacre of
1989, in which a man walked into a classroom at
a technical school and killed all the female
students. A letter, later found in his pocket,
blamed feminists for his troubles.

-premacy first sponsored a demonstration on
October 9, 1991 where approximately 500
students gathered to speak out against David
and the racism they feel he is promoting.

Although coalition members and David’s
supporters exchanged insults, it was a non-
violent demonstration. ?

A more violent exchange occurred on Oc-
tober 17, 1991 while David was on a campus
radio station talk show. Although University
police don’t know what caused the fight, stu-
dents interviewed say White Student Union
supporters attacked coalition members with
numchucks and chains. Three coalition members
required stitches following the incident.

Melinda McGowan, member of the Pro-

have the right to speak his views.

“There are laws about hate crimes,” says
McGowan.

Safe Food Handling Tips For College Students

Nova News Release

Many college students use small micro-
wave ovens or toaster-ovens to prepare food in
dormitories. The U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s Meat and Poultry Hotline gets
many calls from parents and students with ques-
tions about the handling and storage of foods in
dorms. Here are some sample questions and
answers, with'tips on safe food handling:

Q. Our dorm has a kitchen with a micro-
wave on each floor. Often food prepared ac-
cording to the printed directions isnot cooked as
thoroughly as I like it.

Q.Iamliving off campus this year. My two
roommates and I will be preparing our own
meals. Weknow how to cook and we planto buy
healthy food. What else do we need to know to
avoid food safety problems?

A. When shopping, buy perishable foods
last and get them home quickly. Never leave
perishable food in a hot car. Freeze any fresh
meat, fish or poultry you won’t use the next few
days. Thaw frozen foods in the refrigerator.
Cook food thoroughly. Never partially cook
food. If you feel food has not been handled
safely. throw it out.

Q. Lirequently send “care packages 'tu 1y
son at college. What other foods besides cook-
ies, crackers and candy can I send safely?

A.Send a sampling of the new shelf-stable,
microwave entrees now available in supermar-
kets. They are not frozen and keep fresh without
refrigeration for more than 18 months. Loaf
cakes ship wellif wrapped in aluminum foil and
packed in a can or a box. Hard or processed
cheese and some sausages need not be refriger-
ated as well.

Q. My daughter’s college is only a four-
hour drive away, so she comes home for the
holidays. How canlIsafely pack leftovers for her
to take back to school?

A. The leftover foods should be divided
into small, shallow containers and cooled in the
refrigerator prior to the trip. Pack a cooler with
ice or a freeze-pack insert, and add the cold
containers of food to the cooler when she’s
ready to leave. You can also freeze foods prior
to the trip as well. During the drive, the foods
should be kept in the passenger area of the car.

If Anderson is found guilty, the state prosecutor recommends that he donate $500 to the criminology
department. One of the two students who bought his paper from Anderson was expelled. The other was
dismissed from his major.

Indian Students Trapped in Gun Battle

The Dhaka University camps turned into a battleground in October 27, 1991, two students were killed
and 15 injured during an exchange of gunfire between two political groups.

Ozone Depletidn

The chemical/industrial revolution has forever scarred the world population. From the earliest
generations wanting to give us the automobile to the generation of today, we have created
consequences that we must live with. Oil pollution, acid rain, ocean pollution, and ozone depletion
are only a few of the problems we face today; however, the latter is of the upmost importance.

The ozone layer is our protection from the sun's fatal ultraviolet rays. When the "big bang"
occurred, small particles of many gases and dust formed at the highest part of our breathable
atmosphere and gathered over the entire planet. This invisible layer and our most important means
of survival, is slowly deteriorating every second of the day.

An effect of the layer's deterioration is the melting glaciers. Upon discovery of the hole,
scientists postulated since the sun's rays are much stronger in a portion over Antartica, the glaciers
would begin to melt, initiating a change that will alter our continents' appearance forever. As these
masses of ice slowly melt, the sea levels will start to rise, and because Florida is just a few feet above
sea level, it may be one of the first land masses to sink. The same phenomenon will happen to the
Hawaiian Islands, and also to portions of California and Australia.

The Greenhouse Effect exhibits yet another link in the ozone catastrophe. This effect occurs
when the planet's temperature becomes too hot and a heavy blanket of carbon dioxide gases form.
The accumulation of these gases traps the heat emitted into the atmosphere because of the lack of
protection from the ozone layer. The overabundance of carbon dioxide does not allow much oxygen
in and thus suffocates the environment. This obviously has alasting effect on the planet's inhabitants,
including plant life. ‘

Plants give off oxygen for us to breathe and in return, we breathe out carbon dioxide for the
plants. Anexcess of carbon gas will cause the plants to die because their systems cannot handle the
excess gas. Their death results in a lack of oxygen, and a decrease in the food supply. This in turn
has a drastic effect on us.

When scientists discovered the ozone hole above Antartica they found that it was a result of
the accumulation of forty to fifty years worth of chemical pollutants. If the hole is only the
culmination of the past fifty years, then how many more years of scar tissue have we created since?

By the time we discover the damage from these years, we will have another thirty to forty years
worth of annihilation to look forward to!

The environmental awareness that has grown in the past few years has made a change in the
way we, asindividuals, live. The message about chloroflourocarbons has stressed that aerosols must
be used less frequently or better still, not at all. Also, some of the industries have found ways to
decrease the pollutants they emit. Each of these will undoubtedly reduce future damage. However,
the damage already done cannot be reversed and is, as the seconds pass, making its mark.
